The importance of reading

• Reading is life-changing
• Families can help us by reading with their child every day (if 

possible) until children are reading fluently independently. 
• Reading should be recorded in their Reading Record books a 

minimum of 4 times a week. 
• Depending on your child’s age/ability you may want to read to 

them, with them or have them read out loud to you.

• Reading Book and Reading Record Book should come to 
school every day



Home Learning - each week on GC

Spelling – Pupils in Y3 will be set spelling words every 2 weeks. 

• They will be quizzed on these words in class (low-stakes, low stress)

Numbots/Times Table Rock Stars – Please support your child to log in to 
Numbots or TTRS (Y3, Y4, Y5, Y6) regularly. 

• Around 10 minutes, three times a week. Little and often is best! 
• Pupils who know all their times tables fluently will be invited to join the 

144 club and will earn a special badge.



Home Learning - each week on GC

Google Classroom Task – Pupils in Y3 will be set a weekly task every Friday 
on Google Classroom which will usually be a quiz on English or maths that 
has been covered that week. 

• Please support your child to log in to their account and access the home 
learning. 

• Hand in by  Thursday morning. 
• Pupils who do not complete this task will be asked to complete it at 

school



Home Learning - Termly creative activities

Optional Creative Projects – Each term, your child will be set a variety of 

open-ended activities

• Pupils are encouraged to take photos of their learning and upload it to 

Google Classroom or to bring their learning in to the class whenever 

they complete it during the term. 

• Pupils will be given opportunities to share their learning at school.
